YOU CAN BUILD A MIRROR FROM A KIT

A group of nine school girls completed the hull at an exhi-
bition in only eight hours] The average inexperienced
builder will complete his boat in 100 hours. No special
tools are required although an electric drill would be help-
ful. The "Stitch and Glue" method is what makes it so easy
and fast, All parts are pre-formed and require only fitting.

The six basic hull sections are stitched together right
side up by twisting together short pleces of copper wire.

The inside joints are sealed with fibreglass resin and glass
fibre tape. The hull is next turned over, The wire is cut
flush with the surface and the joints sealed with glass

fibre tape and resin. The copper wires only purpose is to hold
the hull together until it can be fibreglass taped, Next,

the side tanks and bulkheads are added and sealed on both
sides with fibreglass tape. The decks are set in place,
nailed and fibreglass taped, The boat is competed by adding
centerboard case, gunnels, and hull stiffeners.

Don't worry if you don't understand the "Stitch and Glue"
or fibreglass tape method, The kit comes with step-by-step
building instructions, The U.5.M.C.A, gives free to each
new member a twelve page building hints brochure that will
make building the kit even easier.

HOW STRONG IS THE HULL

"We asked the Timber Research and Development Association to
test our glass fibre and resin joint. They compared it with
the joint normally used in dinghy constructiom, i.e., a soft-
wood batten glued to the inboard side of the ply with a urea
formaldehyde adhesive. Tests proved what we show in our dia-
gram, The various samples of the wood-batten joint had, on
the average, just about
4°Ib half the fsj_'l.i.ns s‘hrmgth
of the Mirror joint, k1.L5
1bs. perl 3/L" width com-
pared with 75,23 1bs. per
1 3/4" width for the Mirror
joint. And that's not all,
Further samples of both
751b joints were steamed for six
hours at 15 1bs, per square
inch pressure, The tensile
strength of the Mirror af-
ter this was 478 1bs, per
inch width. The wood-
batten joint fell apart be-
cause the urea formaldehyde adhesive had lost all its strength.
Without steaming it had a tensile strength of 350 1lbs, while
the Mirror joint held under 900 1bs,l] So you can see - -
when we say it's strong and will last - - we mean it,"
